AGRICULTURAL AND FARMLAND PROTECTION

Agriculture has historically been a major contributor to the character and
economy of Allegany County. Movre effort is needed however to preserve
Sfarmland and enhance the viability of the local farm economy. The
development of a Agricultural and Farmland Protection Plan is an important
step in the right direction.

Allegany County presently implements numerous programs for the preservation
of farmland, farms, and ag.-industries. There is 90,728 acres currently
enrolled in what will soon be 4 consolidated Agricultural Districts,
Educational, techrical and monetary programs within the Cornell Cooperative
Extension, USDA FSA, cnd NRCS, Soil and Water Conservation District and
the Empire Zone put over an estimated 32,000,000 yearly stimulus package
into the local farm economy.

Agricultural and farmland protection planning is a process which provides
guidance, for the farm community and the public as well as policy and
decision~-makers, in protecting important farmland and enhancing agvicultural
viability in our county. The goal is to promote local initiatives and implement
strategies for the preservation of agricultural land, to stimulate the economy of
the agricultural indusiry, to preserve open space and foster economic
development in concert with natural resource protection.

The County Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board has the authority
under PART 372 of NYS Ag. and Markets Law to develop Agricultural and
Farmland Protection Plans and seek funding for the creation and
implementation of said plans. For the purposes of plan preparation, the Board
will cooperate with the public and interested parties, the farm community, the
County Legislature, NYS Ag. and Markets, municipalities, the County Planner,
Cornell Cooperative Extension, USDA Natural Resources Conservation
Service, The Soil and Water Conservation District and consuitants,

Whereas Allegany County (County) has received a grant for the preparation

It is mutually agreed that the expenses submitted for reimbursement will not
exceed the available grant funds.

It is mutually agreed that the duration of this agreement is to be for the
calendar year 2004 and may be modified terminated or extended with two
weeks notice.

Dianne present a list of Agriculture Programs that Cornell Cooperative Extension offers
as follows: Beginning Farmer Workshops, Farm Bookkeeping, Farm Business
Summaries, One-on-One business or Marketing Plan Development, Development of
Farmer’s Markets, Poultry Projects, Risk Management Training, Forestry Taxation
